IMPORTANT DATES AND INFORMATION  

SCHOLARSHIPS: The RHS Career Center is the best and most easily accessible resource for learning about scholarships.  Check regularly throughout the school year for the latest in websites, applications, and general advice.  Look for the Senior Bulletin, published monthly by the Career Center, and distributed in government classes, for additional college and scholarship information.  RHS oversees and grants many local scholarships. You may be considered for these scholarships by filling out a RHS General Scholarship application. To be considered for any RHS scholarships, the deadline for the RHS general scholarship application is 2:45 p.m. on December 16, 2011 (Applications can be found on the RHS website and need to be turned into the College & Career Center).  Another good source of scholarships and financial aid is the college to which you are applying. Be sure to fill out the scholarship application in addition to the application for admission. UNR FALL PREVIEW/ NEVADA BOUND:  Fall Preview and Nevada Bound are two programs available for prospective students and parents to visit the campus of UNR, learn about admissions, scholarships, financial aid, housing, tour all the residence halls, meet with academic representatives, and participate in informal discussions with current students. We strongly encourage students planning to apply/attend UNR to attend one of these valuable programs!  Fall Preview Days are October 2, & Oct 6 (invitations are sent to all WCSD seniors). TRANSCRIPTS: WCSD has implemented Parchment (formerly Docufide) which effectively makes requesting transcripts a 24-hour service that will be beneficial to both parents and students.  All students will use Parchment when requesting an official transcript to apply for colleges, scholarships, etc.  The website is www.parchment.com ( former website will still connect youwww.docufide.com )and the fee per transcript is $5.00. Parchment has provided customer service through email (customerservice@parchment.com) that can be accessed 24 hours or through a daytime contact number, 310-309-3722.  If you have questions about the receipt of a transcript sent by Parchment, contact the college or agency where it was sent and inform them that the transcript has been sent electronically through Parchment.  
COLLEGE FAIR: November 6, 2011 at the UNR (Joe Crowley Student Union) 12:00 pm.- 4:00 pm. Representatives and Admission recruiters from colleges and universities will be available to answer your questions!  Financial Aid reps and breakout sessions will also be hosted. Students should fill out a reg. form at www.wacaccollegefair.com
COLLEGE ENTRANCE EXAMS: The SAT Reasoning or ACT is required for admission for any four year college/university. Seniors should be retaking tests in the fall. Plan to take the SAT/ACT no later than the October testing date. Test dates and registration is available online at www.collegeboard.com or www.actstudent.org. UNR/UNLV prefers the ACT but will accept either test. Two-year colleges administer their own placement tests for English and Math and do not require the SAT/ACT.  SAT II’s are subject tests required by some colleges, including the UC system. Be sure to check for testing and deadline requirements at the colleges to which you apply. Reno High School’s school code is 290145.  Test Prep seminars are held at Reno High School on 9/24/11 for SAT and 10/8/11 for ACT. Register @ www.rmass.com
COLLEGE APPLICATIONS: Most colleges/universities encourage on-line applications. It is not too early to search sites for application deadlines and high school requirements. University of California (UC System) applications are due 11-30-11. UNR Applications are due 2-1-12 to be considered for UNR scholarships. Early Scholarship review applications are due 11-15-11 (for students w/ strong GPA’s and ACT/SAT scores). UNR Honors Program has a separate application.  TMCC applications are accepted on an on-going basis but to be considered for scholarships you must turn the application in by May 2, 2012.  TMCC scholarship applications will be available Dec 1, 2011.  

NCAA ELIGIBILITY CENTER You must be approved through the NCAA ELIGIBILITY CLEARINGHOUSE if you plan to play sports at a Division I or II college. Apply online at www.eligibilitycenter.org .  You must also go to 
www.docufide.com and order a transcript to be sent to the eligibility center to complete your application.  MAKE SURE YOUR SAT & ACT scores are sent directly to the NCAA from the testing centers as they are no longer on transcripts.  RHS school code is 290145.
FINANCIAL AID: The Free Application for Federal Student Aid (FAFSA) could qualify you for grants, loans, and work-study. Apply on-line at www.fafsa.ed.gov. 2012 applications will be available the first week in January; however, you can reserve a pin number (acts as your electronic signature) now at www.pin.ed.gov. Both you and your parents will need a pin number. Federal financial need is based on your family economic situation and applications are evaluated on a first-come/first-serve basis (deadline to apply is 6/30/2012). March 1, 2012 is the priority deadline for Nevada students.

RESUME: Update the resume you did last year through your English class. If you do not have a resume, develop one that lists your high school accomplishments, including academic distinction (GPA, Honor/AP classes, awards) extra-curricular activities, sports, awards, leadership activities, community service, and travel. Include an educational goal, special circumstances, and obstacles overcome. The Career Center has examples of resumes.

LETTERS OF RECOMMENDATION: Colleges often request letters from teachers and/or counselors as part of the application process. Provide teachers/counselors with a resume and plenty of notice. Allow a minimum of 10 school days for your recommender to write a good letter. Many colleges also require secondary forms to be filled out by counselors. Same notice applies.

PROFICIENCY EXAM: The proficiency exams (Math, Reading, Science and Writing) are scheduled as follows: November 1-4, 2011; March 6-9, 2012; and April 30-May 2, 2012. Proficiency courses are available and tutoring is strongly suggested. For additional help go to www.March2Success.com and click on Nevada standards.
