                                                 Guidelines for Volunteering

1.  Registration with Community Service Desk is required for all students.  You only have to register once during your 4 years at RHS.  We will keep track of your hours for all 4 years.

2.  Volunteer hours must be done without monetary gain or academic grade.  Only volunteer hours done for a not-for-profit organization or event will be accepted.  Volunteer hours with a business do not count.

3.  Students, who volunteer 60 hours or more between May 1 and April 30, may receive a “letter” for community service.  Students with less than 60 hours will receive a certificate.  A pin is awarded to students who have already earned a “letter”.  Volunteers must turn in their final hours by the next school day after April 30 to be considered for awards and letters for that May 1 – April 30 period.

4.  A community service parent coordinator will be available one day a week during the lunch hour in the library.  That day will be posted in the College and Career Center.  If you need to contact the coordinator, a message may be left with the College and Career Center.

5.  The Volunteer Agency Notebook is available in the College and Career Center.  Students may view it to find organizations needing volunteers.
