	Career spotlight: Geologist

· Job Description: Studies the composition, structure, and history of the earth's crust. Examines rocks, minerals, and fossil remains to identify and determine the sequence of processes affecting the development of the earth. Applies knowledge of chemistry, physics, biology, and mathematics to explain these phenomena. Uses computers to record and analyze data.

· Education: A bachelor’s degree in geology or geophysics is adequate for some entry-level geoscientist jobs, but more job opportunities and better jobs with good advancement potential usually require at least a master’s degree in geology or geophysics. A master’s degree is required for most entry-level research positions in colleges and universities, Federal agencies, and State geological surveys. A Ph.D. is necessary for most high-level research positions.

· Wages: The middle 50% of workers in this field earn between $40,000 - $80,000 annually.

· Sampling of schools offering this major: UNR, CO School of Mines, U. of Oregon.
