STUDENT INSTRUCTIONS

BEFORE GRADUATION, YOU MUST CHECK IN ALL BELONGINGS THAT YOU PLAN ON TAKING

You only need a change of clothes, tennis shoes (NO BLACK SOLED SHOES), and a sweatshirt or jacket. Water,
food, drinks, and toothbrush/toothpaste will be provided for you. You will be given a large, plastic bag at
graduation rehearsal to put your belongings in for the Grad Night Celebration. Bring this bag with your
belongings to the Bag Check at Lawlor right before graduation. All belongings will be searched by chaperones
and school district drug-sniffing dogs, and loaded on a van for transporting to the mystery location. No personal
bags, backpacks or duffle bags will be accepted at Bag Check before graduation. Once your official bag is
checked, you will not have access to it until you reach the mystery location, so wear a sweatshirt or jacket if it is
cold.

The following items ARE NOT ALLOWED ~ DO NOT BRING THESE ITEMS:

e Cell Phones (these will be confiscated if you take them on the bus)

e Tobacco (cigarettes or other)

¢ Liquids of any kind (including perfume, mouthwash, liquid makeup, liquid lip gloss)

® Alcohol or Drugs

e Participants with special and/or physical or medical needs (including over-the-counter medicines)
